RE: Public Hearing Report - Amendment Bylaw No. 2455.44, 2020

Purpose of Bylaws:

The proposed amendments to the Electoral Area “D” Zoning Bylaw No. 2455, 2008, are to
change the zoning designation of a 43.75 hectare portion of the parcel at 1655 Maple Street,
Okanagan Falls from Heavy Industrial (12) to Site Specific General Industrial (11s). The bylaw also
proposes to introduce site-specific regulations to allow for 60% parcel coverage and indoor
agriculture as a permitted use, and to define indoor agriculture.

In accordance with Section 466, the time and place of the public hearing was advertised in the
March 3 and March 10, 2021 editions of the Penticton Western.

Copies of reports and correspondence received related to Bylaw No. 2455.44, 2021, were
available for viewing at the Regional District office during the required posting period.

Pursuant to Section 464, 465 & 468 of the Local Government Act, Chair Kozakevich called the
Public Hearing to order at 9:00 a.m. in order to consider the amendment bylaw.

Summary of Representations:
There were no written briefs submitted at the public hearing.

Chair Kozakevich called a first time for briefs and comments from the floor and noted that the
proposed bylaw and related information including all written comments received to date were
available on the Regional District’s webpage and anyone wishing to review the comments could
do so.

J. Peachey, Planner I, outlined the proposed Bylaw.
Chair Kozakevich asked if anyone wished to speak to the proposed bylaw.

Laurie Schmidt (Schmidt & Associates). Applicant on behalf of the Avery Group. Advised of
availability of the Avery Group and project team.

Samantha Turner, Weyerhaeuser Company, Senior Real Estate Manager, 220 Oxidental
Avenue, Seattle. Is opposed to the amendment bylaw due to concerns with the increased
commercial use that it would represent.

Norman Druck, Weyerhaeuser Company, 201 Old Hedley Road. Stated concerns that there are
no agreements with the current property owner to use Weyehhauser’s private roads along the
south side of the property and the road from Maple Street to Highway 97, which are used for
forestry purposes. It was also noted these private roads provide access to 200 Forest Service
Road and Weyerhaeuser requires 24 hour access on these roads that is non-weight restricted
for low-bedding and hauling purposes.
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Matt Kenyon, 214 Camberly Place. Is supportive of the application. Stated it is a breath of
fresh air, it is much needed for economic development and a bigger tax base in Okanagan Falls.
He is looking forward to see things happen.

Chair Kozakevich asked a second time if there was anyone who wished to speak further to the
proposed bylaw.

Chair Kozakevich asked a third time if there was anyone who wished to speak further to the
proposed bylaw and hearing none, declared the public hearing closed at 9:16 am.
